Ancient Shipwrecks in the Deep Mediterranean Sea: T  he
Search for the Origins of Civilization

Dr. Brendan Foley and colleagues from WHOI and MIT have
initiated a long-term program to discover the origins of civiliza-
tion through ancient deep water shipwrecks in the Mediterra-
nean. After 200,000 years of evolution, the take-off point in hu-
man development was the Bronze Age, 3,000-5,000 years
ago. Bronze Age metallurgical innovations lend the period its
name, but people of that time made other fundamental contri-
butions. They built the great pyramids, constructed the first cit-
ies, developed written language, and created rule by law. Put
simply, they invented civilization. contd on p.2
